Fall AEyesoO
As the water temperature cools to around the 50 degree mark, get ready to put a few fall eyes in the livewell. Thelaot so su
change in water from the 606s to the 5006s is a swigeaeral for

months.

Although this time of year can offer excellent fishing, that doesn't mean you're going to knock the ball out of the ypérkeever

you step up to the plate. The first and perhaps the most important factor in catching fish is finding them. In gandess i@y

the species of fish they always seem to be found in specific locations for all of the same reasons. Normally the ioarst signif
reasons are food, oxygen levels, temperature, structure etc.

As you know, during the spring and summer, the weeds are a key location. That remains true in early fall providing the weeds
are still green. Concentrate your efforts on the outside edge, points, turns, pockets, and other irregularities. BefokiteWill

attract fall eyes as well. If you find an area where rocks and weeds meet or are close to one another, work it owver very tho
oughly. Rock humps with big boulders or other irregularities fairly close to shore would also be an excellent choittenin loca
They donét necessarily have to be adjoined to thesudeepr el
they absorb heat from the sun. The warmth attracts the bait-&unchithe walleyes. Scattered weeds growing up between the

rocks have the potential to seal the deal.

Break lines are another great place to key in on for fall eyes. Visualize a large flat that consists of widely dispgetsdide®n

that tightly narrow as they near the drop off to the channel edge. The contour lines near the channel edge creaigda transiti

area. Walleyes have a tendency to use these edges to move up into relatively shallow water on cloudy days, windg days, in th
evening or morning and then slide back into deeper water to rest until they feel the urge to feed again.

At this time of year walleyes need to feed and often times they look for the largest source of nutrition they can s\eakésy. B
minnow, gobie and crawdad baits should be part of your arsenal. In the nearNotisada Tacklewill be unveiling a new

so effective at this time of the year. Bigger fish may become more vulnerable for longer periods in the fall because they mo
into areas where baitfish stage.
